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Education Naturally information to teachers
Things you should know:

1. We limit visits to one class per day.  We can accommodate up to 35 students but smaller numbers of students work best.

2. The cost for a full-day program is $7.00 per student with a minimum of $125.00 per class (for less than 19 students).  
3. The teacher and at least one other adult must accompany visiting classes. 
4. For full-day programs, you need to have a pre-plan visit to the site at least two weeks prior to your visit.  This session will take place at the MacEwan Field Station (see enclosed map for directions) and is by appointment only.  During the visit, you will be given pre- and post- lesson plans and any additional support materials.
5. Please bring a cheque payable to The Riverwood Conservancy on the day of your visit.  Alternatively, an invoice may be issued upon request.
6. TRC will issue an invoice to the school within one week of the program.
Cancellation policy:
1. When a program must be cancelled by TRC or the school (e.g., in the case of inclement weather*), TRC and the school will attempt to re-schedule.  If re-scheduling is not possible and payment was received, a full refund will be issued.  *Inclement weather includes, but is not limited to, rain, high wind, snow, flooding, and temperature extremes.  

2. Due to the high demand for programs, a cancellation by the school without rescheduling must be confirmed and communicated no later than one (1) month prior to the scheduled program.  A cancellation must be confirmed in advance by the Education Naturally Teacher and confirmation will be issued in writing, either by email or fax.  The charge for cancellation is 50 percent of the booked program fee.  If the cancellation is due to the occurrence of a traumatic event at the school, at the discretion of TRC the cancellation charge may be waived.

Students need to know:

Students arriving on the property will be expected to meet The Riverwood Conservancy (TRC) expectations.  In general, they are:

· To respect wildlife, the environment and the park

· To take only pictures and memories 
· To listen to instructors
· To leave nothing behind (not even footprints if you can avoid it)

· To ask questions

Students will be met at the bus drop-off and expectations will be reviewed at that time.
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Additional Education Naturally 

information to teachers

More things students need to know:
Each lesson will have a physical activity component, usually a hike, so students should come prepared to work outside.  Consideration needs to be given to footwear, appropriate dress, hats, sun protection and insect protection.

Lunches are to be litter-less and contain no nut products of any kind.  Students are encouraged to bring ample drinking water.  They will be encouraged to “pack up” all litter.  Recycling facilities will not be available and the reasons why we elected to take this approach will be discussed.  (For instance, we do not want to introduce an unreliable food source for some of the wildlife in the park, reduce litter in the park, etc.).
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
